          Year 8 Visual Art
Course Outline 

In Visual Arts students will learn through independent and guided opportunities aimed at the refinement of their skills and ability to follow processes required for making art. Students will further explore critical, sensory and emotional ways of representing meaning and ideas as they engage with materials, technologies and processes and explore their own and others’ visual arts works.

A greater emphasis on Making and Responding during the year will enable students to develop their knowledge, skills and ability. Students will develop ways to respond critically to their own art and to the artwork of historical and cultural periods and artists.
ACHIEVEMENT STANDARDS
At Standard, students develop ideas related to a particular theme. They select and experiment with different media and materials, and document results. Students apply techniques and processes in the development of ideas and consider design alternatives and artistic conventions to produce artwork. Using visual art language, students annotate drawings and designs and provide comments about media testing and artist intentions. They produce a finished artwork with reference to a chosen design. Students use equipment and materials in a safe manner. They reflect on their own artwork and discuss possible improvements. With guidance, students use skills and presentation conventions to display their own artwork.
Students describe aspects of artwork and provide personal opinions. They discuss artwork using art terminology and comment about how visual conventions are used in the artwork. Students describe key features and comment about the context of artwork. They provide suggestions about the purpose and meaning of artwork. Students provide personal opinions about their own artwork and the artwork of others.
Tasks OUTLINE
Task 1: One - Point Perspective Name
Using one point perspective and students name to create cover for their art folio. Make the folio and stick cover to the front of folio. 
Task 2: Woolorama display painting – Harvesting Rural Spirit
Students will work together to develop a whole school display for Woolorama based on the theme of ‘Harvesting Rural Spirit’.   
Task 3: Self–Portrait 

Students will select a photo of themselves to be blown up. Using monoprinting and gelli - plate printing to create a background for a self-portrait.
