Morning Routine

Your child is slowly learning the routines of the classroom. Each morning we encourage them to

· Place their water bottle in the trolley

Ms Kyra Quinn will be taking the students for 30 minutes on Monday afternoons, and 90 minutes on Wednesday during afternoon activity time.
Extended Play: Students in Kindergarten and Pre-Primary participate in 40 minutes of extended outdoor play each day. During this time, teachers set up planned activities to extend classroom learning and sit with students to play. This time provides the opportunity to learn to share, take turns, solve problems, and build confidence, while also developing their physical coordination and strength.

Term 2 begins on Monday, 20th April.
What we are learning this term
In Kindergarten, our learning program is guided by the Early Years Learning Framework (EYLF), which focuses on Being, Belonging, and Becoming. This term, our main focus is on “Belonging”—helping children build friendships, develop trust, learn to work together, and feel that they are valued and important members of our class.
Through daily routines, group activities, and purposeful play, children are learning how to manage their emotions, build friendships, and become more independent. We are spending time establishing classroom routines and supporting students to become confident communicators with both teachers and peers.

In Literacy, we are beginning to introduce the Pre-Lit Program, which helps children develop important early reading and language skills. Through fun and engaging activities, students are learning to explore language and print by clapping syllables, recognising their own names, and learning that sentences are made up of words. We are also learning how books work, including how to hold a book, what a word is, and how stories are made up of sentences. Children will also begin to explore the beginning sound of their own name.

We are developing pre-writing skills and hand strength through hands-on activities such as threading, cutting, drawing, painting, and using playdough. These activities help prepare children for writing in a fun and meaningful way.

In Mathematics, we are learning about colours, sorting, and comparing objects (big and small, tall and short). We are also practising early counting through songs, games, and everyday classroom activities.

Our aim is to create a safe, supportive, and engaging environment where every child feels valued, confident, connected, and ready to try new things.
