learning areas
English – Library visits will be on Fridays

Reading Reading and comprehending what we read are foundation skills for lifelong learning, so this remains our key focus, with all students supported and extended based on their own needs. Please continue to support home reading and ask questions to check for understanding of texts. We will use Short Reads for independent practise and the Lit Pro program will allow the children to see the clear results of their efforts. 
Writing Children will write daily and will be taught a range of strategies for writing sentences, narratives and simple persuasive texts. Our focus is having students write with confidence so key areas are sharing ideas and independence. A range of formal and informal assessments of progress will be made and students will be supported to work on skills relevant to their own learning. Feedback will be provided directly to the student.

Spelling and Phonics Our school uses the Sound Waves program to support spelling, phonics and grammar. Explicit teaching of syllables and sounding out, backed by daily practise will support student success.  If you have internet access at home, your child can practise important spelling and segmenting tasks by going to the Wagin DHS website and clicking Links for Kids, then Sound Waves Spelling. Our class code is shout433. Alternatively, the children can access Spelling Force online and complete targeted activities there.

Maths 

Our maths teaching revolves around confidence and accuracy, with repeat opportunities provided to ensure best possible development of these skills. We will continue to have a strong focus on number and place value this term, along with speed for simple arithmetic problems. Using blocks and counters will support students to represent and work with numbers at their level. We will continue to work on measurement – time, and fractions, difficult skills that would benefit from support at home. In class children are given opportunities to practise and extend their skills through Mathletics, Numbots and Times Table Rock Stars. The logins for these learning tools are in your child’s diary.
Science:

Our key focus this term is Biological Science with Living and Non-Living things, and we will also learn about once living things, including extinct animals. Science assessment is based on involvement in class activities, completion of activities and understandings shown.

HASS:

Term 2 focus is History - Community, Remembrance and Commemorations. We will identify the role that different cultural groups have developed communities across Australia. As a class we will investigate significant events, symbols and emblems that are important to Australia’s shared identity and diversity. How they are recognised, celebrated or commemorated.
Digital Technology

In this 11-week unit, students will learn the fundamentals of game design and development using Scratch 3  or Microsoft MakeCode Arcade to create an entry for the Australian STEM Video Game Challenge (STEM VGC). Through a series of lessons and activities, students will work across the curriculum developing their critical thinking, problem-solving, and digital literacy skills. The unit will culminate in the creation and submission of a fully developed video game prototype aligned with the competition's Game Design Document (GDD) and scoring rubrics. In the computer lab students are required to wear closed shoes.

Design and Technology
Food and Fibre Production. Exploring food and fibre that is produced in different environments, cultures and time periods. Evaluate the variety of equipment used to produce or prepare them.
Art: 

This term in Art students will continue to explore a variety of art mediums and techniques, including textiles, printmaking and painting. Students will create 3D and 2D art pieces with a focus on Medieval Art, Mythology and Fantasy. 

Health:
Our major focus area in Health this term is Emotional Literacy, as taught through The Resilience Project. This has a strong focus on understanding and managing emotions and related choices. Key concepts are Gratitude, Empathy and Mindfulness (GEMs) and the idea that all emotions are okay and valid, it is what we do in response to these emotions that really matters. We will also revise Protective Behaviours.
Sport:
Term 2 in Physical Education students will continue with the Kiddo Program where they will focus and develop their fundamental movement skills, including body management, locomotion and object control. Students will then take part in small team games and activities where they can consolidate their learning. During Term 2 students will also participate in larger invasion games and relays to further develop their endurance. This is in preparation for their Cross Country later this term. All students must be wearing enclosed shoes and bring a hat and water bottle to physical education classes.
