Introduction
Dear Parents and Carers,

Welcome to 2026 and our Year 5&6 class. I’m delighted to have your children in my class this year and look forward to this being a very positive and productive time. Term 1 is always busy with setting new routines, assessment, swimming lessons, swimming carnivals, and the Woolorama along with key learning areas and specialist subjects all full of new content. 

Each morning the children get themselves set up, then they are free to go to Breakfast Club, or play outside until our day starts at 8:50am. Please do not let your children come to school before 8:35am as there is no supervision for them until that time.

Class structure
Writing 

Writing is a daily activity that takes place in our classroom, working on great sentences and building up to full texts.

	Introduction to the ‘I Am’ poem format

	Writing engaging narratives and accurately sharing information found during research in other learning areas.

Spelling
We are continuing to use the Sound Waves resource to develop spelling and grammar. Students will be given a weekly word list to practise at home to support their learning. 
Reading focus

For reading we are including instruction on how to read and how to think about what you have read through comprehension techniques. We will study short texts closely, focussing on predicting, vocabulary, format and author’s intentions. Students requiring additional support will be accessing Macqlit or the Nessy program in class. 
Mathematics 
In our Numeracy Blocks we constantly revise taught skills and work together to learn new skills. The most useful skill students will need to master is remembering multiplication facts (timetables), so any support you are able to give your child would be great. We will be explicitly teaching math concepts, students will have opportunities to use Mathletics to reinforce skills and your children are encouraged to access this at home to support and extend their learning. Our main focus this term is on Problem solving, understanding numbers and fractions, and mental strategies. 
HASS

This term in HASS our focus will be Civics and Citizenship. We will be covering a range of Australian government concepts involving democratic systems, roles and responsibilities of government and the process of making laws.
Science
Science will be taught by Mrs Pieterse two periods per week. This term students will examine and understand that living things have structural features and adaptations that help them to survive in their environment. They will analyse how the form of living things enable them to function in their environments. During Science lessons students are required to wear closed shoes for safety.
Health
The Resilience Project program will be used across the school to develop students social and emotional skills in fun and engaging lessons. We will also be using the Friendly Schools program in our classroom to support our interpersonal skills. 
Digital Technologies
Mrs Pieterse will teach Digital Technologies one period a week. In the Decoding Data unit, students explore how computers represent and process information using binary code. Through hands-on activities, they investigate on/off states, convert numbers into binary and encode images. Students examine ASCII code, decoding and creating coded messages to understand how digital systems store text. In the computer lab students are required to wear closed shoes for safety. 
Art
Visual Art:

Our students are very fortunate to have specialist art teacher, Ms Neil-Smith, taking them to the Art centre for lessons on Tuesdays this term.  
Performance Art:

We will be participating in a range of performance based skills in the classroom on a Friday afternoon. 

Physical Education 

Students will be participating in Swimming Lessons in week 2 & 3. In Term 1 with Mr Myers,  students will follow the Kiddo Program to develop and consolidate their fundamental movement skills. Students will begin to develop their skills by demonstrating adjustment of force and speed to improve accuracy and control. Students will then be linking fundamental movement skills to specific skills used in organised games, sports and activities, such as linking throwing to basketball passing and shooting. All students must be wearing sport shoes and bring a hat and water bottle to physical education classes.

LOTE
All students will have the benefit of learning Noongar on Thursdays, with Ms Winmar.
Library

Students can borrow up to four books at a time and are strongly encouraged to get books that link with the Lit Pro program and at least one book for pleasure. Our library day is Friday.
Homework

In year 6, students are strongly encouraged to read daily. Students will also be given a Math and English workbook to work on during the week. Students are expected to complete 1 English page and 1 Math page. Revision helps students in two ways. Firstly, it helps them retain essential information like facts, formulas and figures. Secondly, it can increase students' confidence and reduce their anxiety. Students are also strongly encouraged to access their Timetables Rockstars, LitPro, Nessy and Mathletics online programs to consolidate their learning.

Camp will be held in term 3 for Year 6. Letters of intent to attend camp will be sent home very soon.
